AT Bio Austria Special Market Rules 2066: Rules for Feeding Hens

Short description:

Organic farms which deliver products to a “Bio Austria Marketing Project” have to fulfil further hen feeding restrictions in addition to the general standard of Bio Austria.

Conventional feed components are forbidden except the following ones which are not or not enough available as organic Austrian origin: sugar beet pulp, expeller of rape seed, linseed, sunflower seed and pumpkin seed, potato protein, maize gluten, brewer’s yeast and molasses (only as binding agent).
BA Special Market Rules 2006:

Difference to EEC regulation 2092/91:

The BA Special Market Rules 2006 are stricter with regard to the permitted amount of some feed as they allow only sugar beet pulp, expeller of rape seed, linseed, sunflower seed and pumpkin seed, potato protein, brewer’s yeast and molasses (only as binding agent) as conventional feed from the list of annex II C of the EEC regulation 2092/91.

Justification/comments:

The main reason for reduction is to create high confidence by consumers. Another reason is the minimization of risks of GMO contamination.
